LMPS Residency Program Project Suitability Checklist

Team and Project Management

· The principal/coordinating investigator is a pharmacist and is affiliated with the department.
· The resident will be involved in project development, data collection, analysis and interpretation. (We want to avoid projects where the resident is only involved in PART of the process).
Feasibility

· The project can reasonably be completed within 9 months in the context of the other requirements of the program.  The time allotted for the project shall not exceed 10 weeks or 50 residency days.
· The proposed sample size (if one provided) seems feasible.
· The project can be completed in the context of a regional residency program. (Project does not require resident to remain at one site continuously).
· Project design is appropriate for a residency project.  In most cases RCTs are not feasible. Meta-analyses are acceptable.
Relevance
· The project appears to have value to the department, institution/region or the profession or addresses a known gap in the literature. Resident effort versus value should be considered in this assessment.
· The project does not reproduce research that has been completed recently in the department. 
Methodology
· Research question/ hypothesis clearly defined or can be inferred.

· The type of study is reasonable based on the research question.

· Study outcome measures are defined/can be reasonably inferred and can be easily measured by the resident.
· The study is adequately powered.   The proposed sample size will at least have some hope of allowing the research question to be answered.
· There are no obvious pitfalls from a resource requirement or cost perspective.
· There are no obvious pitfalls from an ethical perspective.  If patient consent will be required will it be feasible to obtain?

Site Coordinator Notification of Project Submission (required)

· I have informed my clinical or dispensary coordinator of my intention to submit this project proposal
